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Water Restrictions Club Survey

I thank all the clubs (around 50) for responding to our survey as the feedback provided is most valuable.

The survey revealed the following:

1. Will Stage 4 water restrictions affect your club if implemented in August?

Over 60% of respondents indicated their club would be affected if Stage 4 was implemented. Those clubs not affected played on hard court, decoturf, mod grass, classic clay or plexipave.

Around 5% of respondents have taken proactive steps to avoid the impact of Stage 4 by experimenting with such chemical applications as courttreat, magnesium and/or calcium chloride or installing water tanks or a bore. One club is exploring water cartage as another option.

In general it would therefore appear that most respondents to the survey are still endeavouring to come to terms with the repercussions when and if Stage 4 is announced.  

2. What format would your club prefer to play during Stage 3A?

The clear majority response from respondents was for a return to a rubbers format or, at the very least, a reduced rubbers format. One respondent wrote “not enough tennis, hardly worth giving up an afternoon…” another wrote “we are experiencing widespread complaints from all players re shortened version…”

As a direct result of this part of the survey the committee has elected to revert back to a rubbers format forthwith which will be reviewed towards the end of the year in respect of the summer competition.

Conclusion

Clearly the survey has indicated a need for more discussion in respect to the prospect of Stage 4 water restrictions which the BRTA committee will seek to deal with as a matter of priority.
